Lubricant should be .5" (13 mm) from bottom of fill hole.

         SELECT CABLE

         1) Place transaxle side shift lever in Neutral. This will
also place transaxle side select lever in Neutral. See Fig. 1.
         2) Loosen selector cable adjuster nuts (inside of vehicle).
See Fig. 2. With select lever in Neutral, adjust select cable end
until eye fits easily over select lever pin. Tighten adjuster nuts.

Hold lever in
this position, and adjust shift lever cable until it aligns with shift
lever pin.
         3) Move shift lever between 3rd, Neutral and 4th gear
positions. Shift lever-to-stopper clearances should be equal on both
sides of lever. See Fig. 3. If clearances "A" and "B" are not equal,
readjust shift cable. Road test vehicle to ensure proper adjustment
and smooth shifting.
